How long does the clip have to be?
Anywhere up to 1 minute.
Is there anything I shouldn’t include?
Brand names (even on your clothing), advertising of any sort – like drink cans etc.
How should I film the clip?
· On your phone or tablet at home.  It is important that you film in landscape mode, with you in the middle of the camera shot.
· It’s a good idea to do a quick test before to make sure everything is well-lit and not out of frame, and that there are no background noises (washing machines/radios!) that you might not normally notice.  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]At the beginning you should tell us your name (first name only no surname) and what results you are waiting for e.g “My names Niamh from (insert school) and I’m waiting 9 GCSE results (if you want to include this) … I’d like to ask/ I want to know/ my question is about BTECs/ returning to school/ appeals … (enter question)”
· You can film wherever suits you in your house, but it looks better if it isn’t in front of a window.
Where will the film appear?
