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ELECTION OF PARENT GOVERNOR

The Principal and Principal’s PA will act as clerks.

Proof of identity will be based on a son’s date of birth and address.

Anyone unsure about their eligibility to vote should see the Principal for clarification of their
status.

Participation is not restricted to one parent /guardian per family.

Each parent/guardian has only one vote irrespective of the number of children he/she has
attending the school.

Each voting paper must be validated by the signature of the Clerks (Principal/Principal’s PA)

Voting must be made in person in Mobile Room 1 (Voting Centre)

Those eligible to vote can collect a voting paper from the Principal/Principal’s PA at the
school office, register their choice and insert their voting paper into a ballot box.

A choice of candidate will be indicated by a simple ‘X’ in the appropriate box alongside the
candidate’s name.

No one may take his/her voting paper out of the Voting Centre (Mobile 1) and his/her vote
will be discounted if this occurs.

Voting times are as follows: 9.30 am —11.30 am and 1.15 pm — 3.15 pm.

After 3.15 pm, the ballot box will be opened and the votes counted by the clerks.
Votes judged by the Principal to be spoilt or defaced will be discounted.
Only the clerks and candidates may be present at this count.

A majority of the votes cast will determine the successful candidate.
